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ProDOS: Using CONVERT with one drive

Converting fromProDOS to DOS 3.3 is easy with one drive; however, you'll
nost |ikely want to convert DOS 3.3 files to ProDCS.

When converting your file fromDOS to ProDOS using a single drive, the
Convert programreads the DOS file, displays the error nmessage "cannot find
the ProDOS vol ume", flags the file with an error and quits.

The work-around is: first, convert any file, even a short "dummy" file, from
ProDOS to DOS; upon conpletion of the ProDOS to DOS transfer, change the
direction of conversion, then follow the pronpts for when to exchange the

di skettes.

Don't use your ProDCS User's Disk as your destination disk; otherw se, you'll
receive a Disk Full error nessage, due to the lack of roomon the ProDOS

User's Disk. Also, don't forget to change the ProDOS prefix to the new
volume nane. After all the files are transferred to ProDOS, delete the

dunmy file.
Bel ow are the specific steps:
1. Startup ProDCS with "/USERS. DI SK".
2. Select "C': DOS <-> PRODOS CONVERSI ON.
3. Select "C': Change DOS 3.3 Slot and Drive.
4. Set DOCS 3.3 slot to "6", Drive to "1".

5. Place a ProDCS diskette, containing any file, into Drive. Lets
assune the program nane is "DUMW".

6. Select "P': to set ProDOS Prefix.
7. Select "S": by Slot and Drive.

8. Set ProDCS Slot to "6": Drive to "1". /TRANS is the prefix used in
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t hi s exanpl e.
Select "R': Reverse Direction of Transfer
Select "T": Transfer (or List) Files.

When asked What ProDOS file(s)? Type in "/ TRANS/ DUMW"; press

RETURN. You'll be pronpted to change diskettes several tinmes for

| arge prograns.

After the transfer to DOS 3.3 is conplete, press Escape to return to

t he menu.

Press "R': Reverse Direction of Transfer

Select "T": Transfer (or List) Files.

Renove ProDOS diskette; insert your DOS 3.3 diskette
Type in nane of DOS 3.3 file to transfer; press RETURN

You will get "Error: Volume Not Found". Insert ProDOS diskette;
RETURN

Rermove DOS 3.3 diskette. Insert ProDCS diskette; press RETURN

The file now transfers. To transfer other files: repeat steps
14 - 19.
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
