The Restore procedure as listed in the Silentype manual has been revi sed and
renaned WarnStart. Included in the revision is the SetPage procedure. This
procedure differs from ColdStart in that the paraneters set by WarnStart are
user-definable; that is, they reflect the particular setup that you find nost
appliable to your needs. For instance, you may set a darkness setting to 3
or 5, and so on.
