Note the |ast
line: "n requests for nmenory deni ed"

If the currently used nbufs are alnbst equal to or greater than the tota
al | ocated nbufs, and/or there are any nenory requests denied, you should
adj ust your kernel paranmeter on NMBUFS (nunber of buffers for networking).
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Use "kconfig -av" to display the current kernel paraneters before nodifying
t hem

Dependi ng on the anbunt of RAMin your system and network activities, the
NMBUFS can be adjusted with the "kconfig" conmmand. For exanple:

You al so should check these kernel paranmeters (which nay or may not affect
your network:

* NBUF (nunber of system block 1/0O buffers),
* NI NODE (size of systeminode table), and
e NFILE (size of systemfile table pool)

have 5MB RAM installed, you should change the values of NBUF, N NODE, and NFILE
to 1000, 200, and 200, respectively.
