Is there any way to emulate a Motorola 2000 terminal?

DISCUSSION ---------------------------------------------

Terminals connected to the Motorola 2000 are very basic and can be
configured for baud rate, data bits, stop bits, and parity.  The port can
be configured for either RS-232 or RS-422.  It shouldn't require any
special out-of-the ordinary protocols.  All of this means that almost
any multipurpose terminal emulation program for the Macintosh can be used
to connect to a Motorola 2000.
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
