The other tool could be used for releasing shared nenory segnments. | did not
find any equivalent tools under A/UX. | think this tool was called icpr. Please
correct me if these tools exist under A/ UX

O herwise, | would ask for an RFC because to tweak shared nmenory you need to
know how much is in use at the nonent. The problens with shared nenory segnents
is that they hang in the systemafter the program has used them
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The two I PC tools, which you nentioned above, are called "ipcs" and "ipcrnm', and
both DO exist in A/UX 3.0.

The "ipcs" allows you to print the status of the active interprocess
conmuni cation facilities.

The "ipcrni allows you to renove one or nore specified interprocess
conmuni cation facilities, such as nessage, semaphore, or shared nenory
identifiers.
