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We don't know of a software-only solution for tel epronpting. However, Listec
makes the A-5000, a conplete hardware system available fromListec. The A-5000
is a black box that connects to the printer port of a Mcintosh. Any
application that prints via a Chooser device can be used to supply the words
for pronmpting. A print driver that outputs ASCI| is needed--nost daisy-whee
printer drivers provide ASCI| output fromthe Maci ntosh. The A-5000 requires
its input to be in ASCII text form

The out put of A-5000 needs to go to a telepronpting display device. Listec
makes a variety of display devices, including the transparent glass pronpters
used by podi um speakers and the video screens mounted on studi o video cameras.
