Then
reinstall the systemsoftware. |If the problemis corrected, isolate the
conflicting software by reinstalling the system extensions, control panels,
and DAs one at a time until the problemreappears. Renenber to allow an
appropriate testing tine between each installation

If the problem persists, try zapping the PRAM by pressing and hol ding the
Opt i on- Command- P-R keys and restart your Macintosh.
