The third setting produces one of two results, based on the type of
original artwork scanned:

- A black and white Iine art inage results if the original is line art.
The MacPaint file will be line art.

- Agray scale image will be created if the original is a color/gray scale
i mage. The MacPaint file will be a dithered black and white inage.
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
