This is because the docunent doesn't know which Maci ntosh application
to use. By using the PC Exchange control panel you can assign certain
MS-DOS files to certain applications. This is done in the PC Exchange
control panel w ndow.

1) Open the PC Exchange control panel located in the Control Pane
fol der in your System Fol der.

2) dick on Add.
3) Type in a period and the three letter extension, for exanple . TXT.

4) Sel ect which Macintosh application is to be assigned that file

t ype.
So that all nenbers of a Network are consistent, nmake a master |ist of
assi gnments on one Maci ntosh and place a copy of the PC Exchange
Preferences folder in the Preferences folder of each |icensed user of
Maci nt osh PC Exchange.
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
