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Actual ly, nothing is wong. The Power Book cones equi pped with power-nanagenent
circuitry that automatically cuts power to features that are not in use.

This circuitry controls the sound feature, anmong others. Thirty seconds after

t he Power Book | ast played a sound, power is cut to the sound chip. Each tine it
nust be accessed anew (for instance, when you power up) the power has to be
revived, which creates that clicking noise.

A freeware extension called Shhh! was witten to force the PowerBook to maintain

power to the sound circuitry thus preventing the clicking noise. Shhh! is
freeware and is not supported by Apple.
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
