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Phot oGrade is available on the LaserWiter I|If and Ilg, but nust be
enabl ed by setting the Color/Grayscale radio button in the "Print"
di al og.

Al so, PhotoGrade requires quite a bit of nenory to print l[arge, high
quality imges. Increase the RAMin the IIf and Ilg.

Use the LaserWiter Uility that ships on a disk with the Ilf and
I1g to adjust the PhotoG ade settings for nore |evels of gray, or
hi gher resol ution.

Finally, sone applications don't automatically use Photograde, and
nmust be set to do so. Wen possible, set the default to "Use
printer's settings," to allowthe Ilg to set the |ine screen and use
Phot ograde. If the line screen nmust be set manually, set it to 106
I pi (the default for the I1g).
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
