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Here are the answers to your questions:
1) Does the Powerbook have to be turned on before the Portable StyleWiter?

ANSVWER:  No. The only thing you nust do is make sure that if the Portable
StyleWiter is connected to the printer port, you should have Appl etal k turned
OFF. O herwise, the Portable StyleWiter will print gibberish when the computer
is turned ON, this is because Appl etal k sends out packets as part of its
initialization.

2) Does the Powerbook have to stay awake while the Portable StyleWiter is

printing?

ANSWER:  Yes, otherwi se the current line being printed will [ook "warped."
Unfortunately, there is no code in Spool master to warn users about putting
Power books to sl eep while printing.
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3) How does the Spool naster react when you change applications after it has
started to print?

ANSVER: We were unable to verify any problenms while switching out of

Spool master. W even had our PowerBook Control Panel set to "Maxi mum
Conservation," and did not have any trouble printing. The only suggestion we
have is to try a clean install of systemsoftware (by throwi ng away the old
System Fol der first).
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
