Wien you sel ect the Fax Term nal auto-answer node it allocates the port that
contains the Geoport device so that it can listen for an incomng call. Another
software application can share the port in sone instances, if correctly
programed. For exanple, ARA and Express Mddem can share while waiting for
incoming calls, but this is only because Appl e engi neers have progranmed these
applications to allow for this to happen

In this case, once the auto-answer option is selected, SoftWndows cannot get to
t hat port.

Wor k Ar ound

Sof t Wndows is a DOS enulator. It nust act as DOS acts. DOS does not share
ports. So the problemthat the custoner is having is not considered a "bug" by
I nsignia. But they have provided an optional work around.

VWhen Soft Wndows starts up it wants to configure a coml: port. The default for
this configuration is the modemport. In your scenario it can't allocate the
port because our Ceoport (Fax Terminal) device already has it. There is a work
around, you should do the following to allow both prograns to run at the sane
tinme:

1. Make sure Fax Terminal is not running.

2. Launch Soft W ndows.
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Sel ect the "Setup" pull down menu

Select the "PC Serial Ports" option.

5. Then nmeke sure that conl and conR2 are not trying to access the
same port as the FAX Termi nal software. Setting both ports to "none" is
al so a valid option.

6. Launch FAX Terminal and sel ect Auto-answer.
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
