Vi deo on conputers is often confined to small w ndows and played at |ess than 12
frames per second, naking the video appear rough and jerky. QuickTime 2.0
provides greatly increased performance resulting in full-screen novies w thout
the addition of any hardware. This closely resenbles what viewers see on

tel evision today. For exanple, on a Macintosh LC 475, one of Apple's

| owest - cost conputers, 30 frames per second video is possible at a resolution of
320 x 240, or full-screen video (640 x 480) is possible at 15 frames per

second.

Key conponents of the new video enhancenents are new features that support

prof essi onal -1 evel video editing. QuickTine 2.0 includes support for tinme-code,
60 fields per second video and hi gh data throughput greater than 3 MB per
second. This represents a 300 percent increase over previous versions of

Qui ckTi ne.

Interactive Tel evisi on Support

Qui ckTine 2.0 creates an infrastructure for devel opnent and delivery of
interactive television applications through MPEG support and network
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enhancenents. Now, with its new device protocols, QuickTinme can address
di stributed networks and devi ces, such as video servers, on the infornmation
super hi ghway.

Qui ckTinme 2.0 supports MPEG w dely regarded as the industry-standard nethod of
delivering video into the honme for interactive tel evision applications such as
Vi deo On Denand (VOD) and honme shoppi ng. However, MPEG by itself, allows only
pl ayback. Wth QuickTime 2.0, users of MPEG based devices will be able to edit,
search for, interact with, as well as play back—video infornmation.

Bui | ding on Apple's industry renowned ease-of-use, QuickTinme 2.0 makes it nuch
easier for conmputer users to create, edit, playback and synchronize nusic with
video—al | wi thout a technical understanding of MDI technology. |In the past,
users of Maci ntosh conputers and ot her personal conputers have required an
understanding of MDI technology in order to create and playback nusic on
conput ers.

In addition, QuickTime 2.0's nusic capabilities will save disk space for users,
because Qui ckTine nusic tracks are nmuch smaller than digital audio. For

exanpl e, Beethoven's 5th Synphony could easily fill a 300 MB hard disk if stored
as CD-quality audio, but when represented as a QuickTine nmusic track it would
fill just a single 800K floppy disk.

QuickTinme 2.0 will run on any col or-capable (68020 or later) Macintosh computer
running System7 or 6.0.7 with at least 2 MB of nmenory (3-4 MB preferred on a
System 7 systen.

QuickTinme 2.0 and QuickTime for Wndows 2.0.x are available to software
devel opers on the Qui ckTi ne Software Devel oper Kit (SDK) through APDA, and
i nclude licensing agreenents from Apple's Software Licensing division

QuickTine 2.0 for Mac OS is available as part of System 7.5 or can be downl oaded
from ConpuServe (GO QTIME) for a small fee

Qui ckTinme 2.0 for Wndows is available from ConpuServe for a snmall fee (GO
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Qui ckTine 2.0 for both Mac OS and Wndows can al so be downl oaded fromthe
internet for a small fee. It is available fromthe WWsite

Al'l earlier versions of QuickTinme are no | onger avail able and have been renoved
from Appl e SW Updat es.

Most Qui ckTi me products al so include a copy of QuickTine.

Conpatibility with Oder Versions of QuickTine

Movi es created with earlier versions of QuickTine will playback with QuickTi ne
2.0, and usually they will playback nore snoothly.

Applications and tools which support early versions of QuickTine, Myvie Player

and Movie Converter for exanple, wll playback QuickTinme 2.0 novies.
