You can use Key Caps fromthe Apple nmenu. Key Caps shows you the keys settings
when hol di ng down the shift, option, or shift and option together. For exanple
if you hold down the Option key, you can see how the mappi ng changes.

The um aut is a "dead key" and is properly napped by the Mac OS. That is, when
you press the key conbination to get an um aut, you don't see the character
until you press the letter that the um aut is to appear over. For exanple, the
keystrokes Option-u, followed by "u" will produce an uml aut over the letter
"ut.

Make sure you know where the Option and Command keys are napped in MAE. For
conveni ence, you nmay want too nmap themto the sane physical |ocation on the
wor kst ati on keyboard as they are on a Maci ntosh keyboard, but this is not
necessary. You can use the MAE Keyboard control panel to check their |ocation
and remap themif desired.

Several third-party Macintosh devel opers provide Apple nenu item and control
panel device utilities that also provide this functionality.

You can also try to nap the sane key conbination you normally use in X Wndows,
for exanple map the dead key or conpose key that X Wndows use in MAE. Search
