Maci nt osh PC Exchange 2.0 requires Maci ntosh system software version 7.0.1 or
| ater.

What is Maci ntosh PC Exchange 2.07?

Maci nt osh PC Exchange 2.0 is a System 7 conpatibility utility that lets you use
DOS-format di sks on your Maci ntosh. PC Exchange nakes it easy to work with DOS
data files on your Macintosh and to transfer files back and forth between a
Maci nt osh and a PC-conpati bl e conmputer sinply by copying the files between

di sks.

Pl ease note that PC Exchange will not translate or convert DOS data files into

Maci ntosh data files. In addition, PC Exchange does not allow you to work with
Ms- DOS or W ndows application prograns on your Macintosh.

Software Fixes in Version 2.0.3

. Earlier versions of Mcintosh PC Exchange would fail to recognize and

di splay DOS files on DOS-fornat disks when the filename contained certain

i nternational characters. |In this new version, DOS fil enanmes containing

i nternational characters will be recogni zed by PC Exchange. However, in npst

cases, the DOS international characters will be replaced with alternate
Maci nt osh i nternational characters.

e Earlier versions of Mcintosh PC Exchange 2.0 would not allow File Sharing to
be turned on when a DOS-format hard di sk or renovable nedia drive were nounted
on the Desktop. This new version will allow you to turn on File Sharing while a
DOS-format di sk is nmounted on the Desktop. However, the DOS-format di sk cannot
be shared using the File Sharing software.

e Maci ntosh PC Exchange 2.0.3 now accurately recogni zes Wrl dScript 2-byte
character DOS file and vol une nanes.

* \Wen erasing 800K floppy disks on a Maci ntosh Quadra AV system the format
popup nmenu would list the Maci ntosh 800K fornmat option twice. This problem has
been corrected in version 2.0.3 of PC Exchange.

Known Problenms in Version 2.0.3 of Mcintosh PC Exchange

. A "Sad Mac" error may occur on your Mcintosh if a renovable nedia
cartridge is left in the drive during startup. To keep this problemfrom
occurring, manually eject renovable nedia cartridges fromthe drive before you
turn on your Macintosh.
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. PC Exchange cannot recogni ze SCSI hard di sks, renmovabl e nedi a devi ces, or
drive container files which contain nore than one gi gabyte of di sk space.
SCSI Hard Di sk and Renovabl e Media Drives Not Supported
The follow ng disk drives are not supported by Mci ntosh PC Exchange 2.0:
. Appl e 5.25-inch floppy disk drive
. Maxt or 230MB SCSI hard di sk drive
. Pi nnacle M cro PMO 650 SCSI nagneto optical drive

Installation Infornation

If you have already installed another PC disk-nmounting utility on your
Maci nt osh, be sure to renmove it before installing Maci ntosh PC Exchange.

You install Macintosh PC Exchange by draggi ng the PC Exchange icon into the
Control Panels folder of your System Folder and restarting your Macintosh.

NOTE: If you are installing Maci ntosh PC Exchange on a Japanese Kanji-localized
Maci nt osh system you must renpove the "DOS640K Driver" software extension from
your Extensions folder before installing version 2.0.3 of PC Exchange. |If you

do not renove the DOS640K Driver, you will experience difficulties when trying
to read NEC DOS-format 640K fl oppy di sks.

Strange Text Characters in a Docunent

In sone cases your Macintosh application programmy not be able to interpret
the file format of a PC docunent. When this happens, the docunent's formatting
is displayed incorrectly and you may see strange characters in the docunent.
Try using a different application programor translate the docunent into a
different file format using one of the file format translation utilities

avail abl e for the Mcintosh (such as MacLi nkPl us/ Easy Open Transl ators from

Dat aVi z) .

Pai nt Prograns

Sone pai nt prograns, such as MacPai nt and SuperPai nt, save docunents on
DOS-format fl oppy disks very slowy. To avoid this problem always save paint
docunents on your conputer's hard disk. |If you like, you can then copy the
docunents to a DOS-format floppy disk

Appl e File Exchange and Maci nt osh PC Exchange

The Apple File Exchange software is not conpatible with PC Exchange and shoul d
not be used while PC Exchange is installed. Macintosh PC Exchange 2.0 contains
an easier and nore intuitive nmethod for accessing DOS and Apple Il ProDOS di sks
on a Maci nt osh.
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Aut oDoubl er

To use Aut oDoubl er with Maci ntosh PC Exchange, you must first open the
Aut oDoubl er control panel and turn off the "Show DD on Conpressed Fil es"
option.

G arisWwrks (Version 1.0v2 or Earlier)
Sone versions of CarisWrks cannot read or wite files on DOS-format fl oppy

di sks. To open a PC docunent in CarisWrks, you nmust first copy the docunent
to your conputer's hard disk. Al ways save C ari sWrks docunents on your

Maci ntosh hard disk. [If you like, you can then copy the docunents to a
PC-format floppy disk. Contact Claris to obtain version 1.0v3 or |ater of
d ari sWrks.

Directory Assistance Il

Directory Assistance Il should not be used while the Maci ntosh PC Exchange

control panel is open. You can turn off Directory Assistance Il fromthe PC
Exchange control panel by hol ding down the Option key while you click the Add or
Change button in the control panel w ndow. Directory Assistance Il will be

turned of f tenmporarily while you use the PC Exchange control panel and will be
reactivated when you close the PC Exchange control panel.

Conpressed PC Di sks and Fil es

Maci nt osh PC Exchange does not work with DOS-format fl oppy disks or SCSI hard
di sks that have been conpressed using Stacker or other Ms-DOS or W ndows

di sk-conpression utilities. Before transferring conpressed DOS files to a
Maci nt osh, you nust deconpress the files and save themto a nonconpressed
DOS- f or mat  di sk.

Working Wth PC-Format Di sks Containing Miultiple Partitions

If a SCSI hard disk or renovable media cartridge has been formatted to contain
mul tiple partitions, you can use PC Exchange to nount the Macintosh-, DOS-, or
ProDOS-fornmat partitions as individual |ogical drives on the Maci ntosh Desktop.
If the disk contains both Macintosh and DOS-format partitions, PC Exchange will
only recogni ze the Macintosh partition. In addition, PC Exchange will only
recogni ze ProDOS-format partitions on SCSI hard disks that are | ess than 32
nmegabyt es.

You can use PC Exchange to erase existing individual partitions on a SCSI hard
di sk or renpvable nedia cartridge to the sane fornat. However, you cannot use
PC Exchange to reformat and resize individual partitions contained on the disk.
Nor can you format a Maci ntosh-format hard disk or renovabl e nedia cartridge as
a DOS-format disk. To resize or reformat multiple Macintosh, DOS, or ProDOS
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partitions, you need to use third-party software designed for partitioning hard
di sk and renovabl e nedia drives.

Ti ps for Wrking with DOS-Format SCSI Renovabl e Medi a Devi ces

In order for PC Exchange to recognize SCSI renpvabl e nedi a devi ces, you mnust
turn on the device and eject any cartridges before you turn on your Macintosh

system

Do not install the device driver software that cane with your renovable nedia

device. Instead, open the PC Exchange control panel, click the Options button
sel ect your SCSI device fromthe list, and then restart your Mcintosh. PC
Exchange will install it's own device driver for that SCSI device.

The Eject Di sk conmmand i s unavail abl e when working with renovabl e nedi a devi ces.
To unmount and ej ect a renpvable nmedia cartridge, drag the device's icon to the
Trash. Once the device has spun down and the red |ight goes out, you can
manual |y eject the cartridge fromthe drive. To access a renovable nedia
cartridge that has been ejected, sinply reinsert the cartridge in the drive.

VWhen initializing and formatting Bernoulli and SyQuest cartridges on a
PC-conpati bl e computer, use the disk setup and partitioning software that cane
with the SCSI controller card installed in your PC or that came with your
Bernoul li or SyQuest device. Do not use the MsS-DOS Fdi sk command to initialize
a renovabl e nedia cartridge. In addition, you should use the Ms-DOS For nat
conmand to format the di sk before you copy DOS files to a newy initialized
renovabl e nedia cartridge on a PC.

When you initialize a renovable nedia cartridge on a PC-conpatible conputer, you
must fully partition, initialize, and erase the cartridge using the software

that canme with your SCSI controller card or renovabl e nedia device. |If you do
not, PC Exchange may not recognize the new DOS-fornmat partitions on that
cartridge.

Tips for Wrking with DOS-format SCSI Hard Disk Drives

In order for PC Exchange to recognize SCSI hard disk drives, you nmust turn on
the drive before you turn on your Macintosh system

Do not install the device driver software that came with your SCSI hard disk.
I nst ead, open the PC Exchange control panel, click the Options button, select
your SCSI device fromthe list, and then restart your Macintosh. PC Exchange
will install it's own device driver for that SCSI device.

When initializing and formatting an external SCSI hard di sk on a PC-conpati bl e
conputer, use the MsS-DOS Fdi sk command or the disk setup and partitioning
software that came with the SCSI controller card installed in your PC. In
addi ti on, you should use the M5-DOS Fornmat comand to fornmat and erase the disk
before you copy DOS files to a new SCSI hard disk on a PC
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Additions to the User's Guide

If you change the volune name of a DOS-fornat disk to a nane that is |onger than
11 characters, the disk nane will be shortened when you view it on a
PC- conpati bl e conput er.

I f Maci ntosh PC Exchange encounters a problemwhile fornmatting a floppy disk, an
Updating Di sk dial og box may appear. This dialog box shows the status of the
updating process. To stop the disk from being updated, you can click the Cancel
button. This cancels the initialization process and the disk is ejected from

t he di sk drive.

You cannot create an assignnent with a blank DOS suffix in the PC Exchange
control panel.
