The crash could result if the nodemwas turned off, hung, or
unresponsi ve while a connection was attenpted with OT/ PPP

e« Fixes a problem where disconnecting with MacPPP 2.5.1 could cause a crash if
Qui ckTi me Conferenci ng was running and waiting for connections.

System requi renents

Open Transport is designed to work on Mac OS-conpatible computers with a
Mot or ol a 68030 or 68040 family microprocessor, or a PowerPC nicroprocessor. Open
Transport is supported on system software versions 7.1, 7.1.1, 7.1.2, 7.5.3,
7.5.5 or later. Systemsoftware version 7.5.3 or later is reconmended. No ot her
system software versions are supported.

Open Transport 1.1.2 can be used on Appl e Power Macintosh 5200/ 75 LC and

5300/ 100 LC, and Maci ntosh Performa 5200, 5215, 5300, 6200, 6205, 6214, 6216,
6218, 6220, 6230, 6290 and 6300. (The recently introduced Power Macintosh 5260
and 6320 are not included in this because all known issues were fixed prior to
manuf acturing.) Wen you install OT 1.1.2 on a these 52xx, 53xx, 62xx and 63xx
nodel s you may get a dialog box indicating a hardware i ssue was detected. If
this alert is displayed, Open Transport cannot be installed or |oaded until the
Cache/ ROM DI MM i s replaced. Your conputer will continue to run classic
networ ki ng. The required repairs are covered under the Apple repair extension
program Pl ease contact an Appl e-authorized service provider to have your
conput er repaired

Open Transport requires a mninmumof 5 MB of RAM (68030 or 68040 conputers) or 8
MB of RAM (Power PC-based conputers). Open Transport nenory requirements are
based on total systemnmenory including virtual nenory, mnus the size of any RAM
di sk and di sk cache you're using.

Net wor k i nterface options
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Open Transport 1.1.2 supports PCl bus, NuBus, communications slot, and PC Card
network interface cards, as well as built-in Local Tal k, Ethernet, and Token R ng
networ k adapters. For supported conputers w thout expansion options, Open
Transport 1.1.2 al so supports a SCSI-attached network adapter. Third party
network interface options available for OQpen Transport include Fast Ethernet,
ATM and FDDI

Before you install Open Transport 1.1.2
* Read the section "Known linmitations and other issues"” below to make sure Open
Transport 1.1.2 will work on your computer

* Make backup copies of the software and documents on your hard disk (especially
your System Fol der) before installing this software.

* For best results, you should install Open Transport 1.1.2 over Open Transport
1.1 or Open Transport 1.1.1, but not over any beta version of Open Transport.

e Turn on only those extensions installed with your system software. (Qpen the
Ext ensi ons Manager control panel and select System7.5.3 or 7.5.5 fromthe Sets
pop-up nenu, then restart your conputer.) Do not turn off all extensions before
installing Open Transport.

 Performa and Power Macintosh 52xx, 53xx, 62xx and 63xx nodel s using System
7.5.3 or later can install Open Transport 1.1.2 directly. Qher supported
systenms nust install Open Transport 1.1 or have Open Transport 1.1.1 on system
software version 7.1, 7.1.1, 7.1.2, 7.5.3, or 7.5.5 before updating to Open
Transport 1.1.2.

e If you use SLIP or PPP software to access the Internet, verify that your SLIP
or PPP software is conpatible with Open Transport. See the section under "Dial up
networ k connectivity - TCP/IP."

« When Open Transport is installed, the Network control panel is replaced by the
Appl eTal k configuration utility program The MacTCP control panel is replaced by
the TCP/IP configuration utility program Both AppleTal k and TCP/IP are | ocated
in the Control Panels folder. For sinplicity and consistency, user docunentation
generally refers to AppleTalk and TCP/IP as "control panels" even though
technically they are utility prograns.

* You shoul d downl oad a copy of System 7.5 Update 2.0 to your hard di sk or have
a copy of the Open Transport 1.1 retail package or Open Transport 1.1.1 Internet
GM package available. This will give you the software to reinstall Open
Transport 1.1 or Open Transport 1.1.1 in case you decide to renove Qpen
Transport 1.1.2.

How to turn off or remove Open Transport 1.1.2

Switching to O assic Networking

I f your conputer does not have a PCl bus, and is using system software version
7.5.3 or 7.5.5, you can use the Network Software Selector (NSS) utility to turn
on classic networking instead of Open Transport. The NSS utility is installed in
the Apple Extras fol der when you install System Update 2.0. After selecting
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cl assi ¢ networking, close NSS and restart your conmputer. Wen your conputer
starts up again, open the Network control panel and choose the network
connection you want to use.

Renovi ng Open Transport with the Installer

You can renmpove Open Transport software with the Custom Renpve option in the
Installer. However, the Custom Renove option renoves a file called the Apple
Shared Li brary Manager (ASLM. If any previous version of ASLMwas installed, it
was autonatically updated to version 2.0.1 when you installed Open Transport
1.1.2. When you renove Open Transport, your previous version of ASLMis not
automatically restored.

After renoving Open Transport 1.1.2, you nust reinstall any applications that
rely on ASLM Reinstalling these applications will install the required ASLM
files.

To renmove Open Transport 1.1.2 using the Installer, follow these steps:

1. Open the Installer included with Open Transport 1.1.2. The Wl cone
screen appears.

2. dick X

3. In the wi ndow that appears, choose Custom Renpve fromthe pop-up nmenu
in the upper-left corner

4. In the list that appears, click the box next to Open Transport so an
"X appears init.

5. dick Renmove. If a wi ndow appears asking you whether to quit any open
applications, click Continue. A window w |l appear telling you to
restart your conputer.

6. dick Restart.

7. On a Power Macintosh systemw th PCl bus, you will then need to
reinstall Open Transport 1.1 software using either (1) the System 7.5,
Update 2.0 installer, (2) the Open Transport 1.1 installer, or (3) a
system software CD. If you use the systemupdate installer or the
system software that came with your computer, performa custominstal
of the network software.

8. On a Macintosh systemwi thout PCl bus, classic networking will be
restored and nmade active.

Open Transport is conpatible with:

» existing devices (such as printers) that you select in the Chooser

e existing NuBus network interface cards for the Mac OS

Conput ers runni ng Qpen Transport can be added to an existing AppleTalk or TCP/IP
networ k wi t hout upgradi ng other conputers on the network.

Appl e product conpatibility update

« At Ease version 2.x or 3.x may encounter problens when starting up with Open
Transport. At Ease Update 1.0 will update non-Wrkgroup versions of At Ease 2.X
or 3.x to include Open Transport conpatibility. If you are using At Ease for
Wor kgr oups, you shoul d upgrade to version 3.0.2 or later. Both can be found on
Appl e Software Update sites on the Internet and sel ected online services.

* Assistant Tool box version 1.2 is not conpatible with Open Transport, and will
result in AppleTal k being turned off each tine you restart your system System
7.5 update 2.0 and 7.5.5 includes Assistant Tool box version 1.3 or later that is
conpati ble with Open Transport.

» The Apple PClI Token Ring Card (M3904zZ/ A) requires Open Transport 1.1 or later
The Apple PCl Token Ring card is conpatible with Power Macintosh 7500, 8500 and
9500 conputers; it is not conpatible with 7200/ 75 and 7200/ 90 conputers.

* Apple LaserWiter Bridge and Local Talk Bridge 2.1 or later are conpatible with
Open Transport.

* Apple Internet Dialer 1.0, part of the Apple Internet Connection Kit 1.0
(stock number MA276LL/A), is not fully conpatible with System7.5.3. This is
corrected in AICK 1.1 (stock nunber 504081U). AICK custoners with version 1.0
can update their software by downl oading a "patcher” fromthe Apple |Internet
Connection Kit hone page, available at <http://aick.apple.con >.

* Apple Internet Mail Server 1.1 or later software is conpatible with Open
Transport 1.1 and later. System Update 2.0 (System 7.5.3) is strongly
reconmended.

 Apple Rempte Access (ARA) Multiport Server 2.1, ARA Client 2.0.1, and ARA
Personal Server 2.0.1 are conpatible with Qpen Transport 1.1 and |ater

 Appl e PCl-based Workgroup servers (Application, AppleShare, and Internet) are
conpatible with Open Transport 1.1 or later

e Conputers running the current versions of Apple |IP Gateway and Appl eTal k
Internet Router nust not be updated to Open Transport; these products are based
on classic networking. These products do, however, interoperate with conputers
using either classic or Qpen Transport networking. Apple has not yet announced
pl ans regarding future versions of these products.

 Apple's MacTCP Ping is not compatible with Open Transport; no update is
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pl anned. MacPing from Dartnouth, avail able at

e ZapTCP is a classic networking tool and is neither conpatible nor needed with
Open Transport. Functionality simlar to ZapTCP is built into Open Transport.

Di al up network connectivity - AppleTal k
For dialup connectivity to AppleTal k networks, Open Transport supports Apple
Renot e Access version 2.0.1 or l|ater.

Di al up network connectivity - TCP/IP

For dialup connectivity to TCP/I P networks (including the Internet) Open
Transport supports third-party extensions known as "MDEVs." Serial Line
Interface Protocol (SLIP) and Point to Point Protocol (PPP) connectivity are
provided in this manner. Not all versions of all NMDEVs are conpatible with Open
Transport 1.1 and later.

Open Transport 1.1 and |l ater recognizes and is conpatible with the foll ow ng
MDEVs. When properly installed they appear in the "Connect via" pop-up nmenu in
the TCP/I P control panel.

* FreePPP - version 1.0.5 or later

FreePPP i s shareware and can be found on the Internet, typically at "info-mac"
mrror sites in the commtcp/conn directory. Alist of info-mac nmirror sites can
currently be found at:
