Section 11 of 4.3BSD "Networking Inplenentati on Notes" describes details on what
raw sockets are, what their control block structure is, and how the input and
out put raw sockets are processed. These notes regardi ng how raw socket addresses
are handl ed m ght be of interest:

A raw socket interface is datagramoriented. That is, each send or
recei ve on the socket requires a destination address. This address may
be supplied by the user or stored in the control block and automatically
installed in the outgoing packet by the output routine. Since it is not
possi ble to determ ne whether an address is present or not in the
control block, two flags, RAWLADDR and RAW FADDR, indicate if a | ocal
and foreign address are present. Routing is expected to be performed by
t he underlying protocol if necessary.

You shoul d al so exami ne the rules of raw socket input and output processing and
see if the rules fit their TCP/IP applications.
