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I'"ma devel oper with two questions about the Apple Ethernet NB card.

1) How many data bits does the card work with internally: 8, 16 or 327

2) What is the use of the 68000 processor when using EtherTal k or MacTCP?
Does any of that code run on A/ROCSE and does it nmake the data transfer
faster?
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1) The Apple Ethernet NB card has a 16-bit bus, and is conparable in
performance to the ol der EtherTal k NB card.

2) Very few tasks are downl oaded to the card (nothing on top of A/ RCSE).
So the on board 68010 nostly manages the DMA, off-loading little of the
cycles and work required of the Macintosh's main | ogic board processor.

Incidentally, the SONIC chip used in the Ethernet NB card is 32-bit

capabl e, and when used in Quadra systens is in 32-bit node.
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
