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Under A/UX 3.0.2, when we try to set the /dev/tty0 to use software
handshaki ng (Xon/ Xoff) using 'stty', /dev/tty0 seenms to accept but ignore
what ever 'stty' setting we provide it with, any suggestion?
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In AAUX, sone of flow control tty settings such as 'nodenmi, 'dtrflow, and
so on are maintained across |last close. This nmeans the flow control
settings are "renenbered” when a tty device is closed and reopened agai n.
However, other termio characteristics |like software flow control (ixon,

i xoff), speed (50, 75, 1200, and so on), parity (parenb, parodd, and so
on), input nodes (ignbrk, brkint, istrip, and so on), |ocal nodes (echo,
echok, and so on) are set to the default settings when the tty line is

cl osed. The default setting for software flow control on ttyO is off.

In order to nmake the 'stty' settings affected and still keep the tty port
open put a sleep statenent, 'sleep 99999' for exanple, after the 'stty
conmand. In your case, you nay do

(stty hupcl ixon ixoff; sleep 99999) < /dev/tty0 &
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
