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If your PC conputers are using Wndows, they should either have an add in, or
built-in TCP stack. Your PCs will also need to have a POP3 Mail client |ike
Eudora installed. If you are using Wndows 95, you need to install the TCP stack
on each of the clients. Usually the default installation does not install TCP
so you need to install it manually.

Since you want an internal e-mail system you can use |IP addresses to identify
all of the computers. If you use |IP addressed, you should disable DNS (domain
nane server) when you setup the TCP properties on the PCs. If you want to use
donmai n nanmes, you will need to run a DNS on one of the conmputers.

MacDNS, a DNS application, can be run on the sanme Maci ntosh conputer as Al M
Wth a DNS users can refer to others as "user @yconpany. cont as oppose to
"user @92.0.0.0"
